Dear Parents,

I am reminding all students and parents that the school has a uniform policy that will be strictly
enforced.

All students are expected to wear the official uniform tastefully, according to the following
regulations:

e A plain white short-sleeved T-shirt may be worn under all tops (no other colour is permitted)

e Students must wear sensible, preferably black, low-heeled shoes that are practical for a busy crowded
building with stairs. Sandals are not acceptable. The choice of footwear cannot take away from the intent of
a school uniform.

Within the policy, there are areas that we require all parents to pay particular attention to:

1) We advise parents to purchase the school sweater because during the colder weather, students
will want to wear an extra layer of clothing over their school shirts. The weather cannot be
used as an excuse to wear non-uniform clothing. Only the school sweater is permitted.

2) Students are not allowed to wear a non-uniform long-sleeved shirt under their short-sleeved
polo tops. Only white T-Shirts are permitted under the uniform tops.

3) Only uniform pants supplied by Triangulum are acceptable. The tendency to replace
the uniform pants with what may be fashionable (tights/dickies) is unacceptable.

4) Students who will be taking Dance class, note that the gym uniform is mandatory. Tights,
tank tops, and other inappropriate clothing is unacceptable.

N.B. We will be SENDING HOME those students who show a flagrant disregard and lack of
respect for the Uniform Policy.
